The abstract should be limited to approximately 100 words. It should be an explicit summary of the paper that states the problem, the methods used, and the major results and conclusions. It also should contain the relevant key words that would allow it to be found in a cursory computerized search. Do not include equations inside the abstract. The use of complete and properly formatted references is particularly important. Adherence to these guidelines will significantly expedite the production of your paper.

Adherence to the specifications listed in this style guide is essential for efficient review and publication of submissions.
Optoelectronics Letters accepts Word style submissions. The express journal style and layout rules have been followed in this guide.
Note that Optoelectronics Letters has a limit of eight printed pages. If a paper exceeds this limit, it must be shortened before the paper is accepted.
1. Page layout (Headings: 10-pt, bold Arial font)
Paper size should be A4, 21 cm × 29.7 cm. The margins for articles published in Optoelectronics Letters are 3.5 cm (top), 1.7 cm (bottom), and 2 cm (left and right), while page header top distance is set as 2.5 cm. Please ensure that these margins and distances are set for the whole document.
2. Typographical style 
The title, author listing, captions for figures and tables should be in Arial font. The rest of the text and body of the article should be in Times New Roman.
2.1 Title (Secondary headings: 9-pt, bold Arial font)
The title should be in 18-pt, bold Arial font, and alignment double (left and right) justified. The line space should be 20-pt. Use initial cap for the first word in title or for proper nouns. The title will have an asterisk in the end correlating to the foundations at the footnotes of the first page.
Please leave one blank line between the title and author names, with line space of 20-pt.
From author listing line to the DOI line, all contents should be alignment double (left and right) justified. Indent left and right margins 2.5 characters (0.925 cm). Lines should be spaced with 13-pt.  
2.2 Author names 
Author number should be no more than 6 in total.
Author names (9-pt, bold Arial font) should appear as used for conventional publication, with first and middle names or initials followed by surname.
The corresponding author will have two asterisks correlating to the E-mail address marked at the footnotes of the first page. 
2.3 Author affiliations 
All affiliations should be styled in 9-pt, italic Times New Roman font. If all authors share one affiliation, superscript numbers are not needed. All authors must be grouped together using superscripts to callout each affiliation. Hard returns (Enter key) must be used to separate each individual affiliation. Abbreviations should not be used. Please include the country at the end of the affiliation.  
2.4 Main text 
Please leave two blank lines between the DOI and main text. The line space of main text should be 12-pt.
The first line of the first paragraph of a section or subsection should start flush left. The first line of subsequent paragraphs within the section or subsection should be indented one characters (0.37 cm). All main text should be alignment double (left and right) justified.
The main text should in 10-pt, Times New Roman font, and automatic hyphenation must be used for the whole document. 
From main text to references listing (including figures and tables) should be divided into two columns with column spacing of 2.02 characters.
When an abbreviation (using capital letters) first appears, its corresponding full expression (using small letters) must be given, whose format is like wavelength division multiplexing (WDM).
2.5 Figures and tables 
Please leave one blank line before and after each figure and table. Place figures and tables as closely as possible to and after where they are mentioned in the text.
Figures must be inserted as objects that are fixed and move with the text, not as floating objects. Figures should never be placed in a table environment, embedded inside the text, or included within a list. All the figures should be centered.
All figure captions should be centered beneath the figure. Longer figure captions should be centered beneath the figure and alignment double (left and right) justified, but are not to exceed the left and right edge of the main text.
The abbreviation “Fig.” for figure should appear first followed by the figure number and a period. Captions should be in 9-pt, bold Arial font, line spaced with 12-pt. Half line of space should be left between the figure and the caption. Subcaptions should be in 8-pt, Times New Roman font, line spaced with 12-pt. All contents (text and data) in the figures should be in 8-pt, Times New Roman font. The legend of figure should be without frame, and scale lines should be inside coordinate axes.
The frame size of figure (not figure size) setting can be seen from Fig.1, which must be followed. 
The resolution of grey-scale and color figure should be 150-225 dpi; and the resolution of bitmap should be 600-900 dpi.
Authors must use Word’s Table Editor to insert tables. Authors must not import tables from Excel. Tables should use horizontal lines to delimit the top and bottom of the table and column headings. 
All table captions should be centered above the table. Longer table captions should be centered above the table and alignment double (left and right) justified, but are not to exceed the left and right edge of the main text.
The abbreviation “Tab.” for table should appear first followed by the table number and a period. Captions should be in 9-pt, bold Arial font, line spaced with 12-pt. Half line of space should be left between the table and the caption. The contents in the table should be in 8-pt, Times New Roman font.

2.6 Equations
This journal does not accept equations built using the Word 2007 or 2010 Equation Builder. All display equations should be created in MathType. Inline equations can be created with these tools or by using keyboard and Unicode characters where needed for the best quality line spacing. We strongly encourage authors to use MathType 6.7.
Equations should be indented one characters (0.37 cm), and equation numbers should appear at the right-hand margin, in parenthesis. For long equations, the equation number may appear on the next line. For very long equations, the right side of the equation should be broken into approximately equal parts and aligned to the right of the equal sign. The equation number should appear only at the right hand margin of the last line of the equation:
